Reflection on today’s Gospel: John 17:11, 17- 23 



“I have given them the glory you gave to me, 

That they may be one as we are one.” 

At the heart of today’s beautiful Gospel is Jesus’ desire for unity among us, his disciples; the 

unity which is born from love. We know that the first Christians were recognised by the love 

they manifested for one another, a fact which impressed all who observed them. 

“that they may be one as we are one.” Just as the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit are one so 

Jesus wants us to be one, united in love and at one with the Trinity.  

Jesus, help us to recognise that love in the community is the visible sign of God’s presence 

among us. Help us to know that where there is generosity and kindness towards one another, 

there is also the unity which Jesus so desires for us which makes us one with each other and one 

with God.  

 

Today is World Mission Sunday, 18th October 2020 

The theme ‘Together we can do more – blessed are the peacemakers’, reminds us that the 

Universal Church family is a global community that must stand together if it is to do more.
